Biography


Angel Lam is a music composer and a poet.  She blends the sonic beauty of musical instruments and language to express refined emotions and her passion for life.  Gramophone North America named her one of the most exciting composers of her generation.  Her works has been embraced by many of the world’s most prominent performers: Her composition Empty Mountain, Spirit Rain, commissioned by Carnegie Hall, has been on Yo-Yo Ma and the Silk Road Ensemble’s world-wide music tours since 2007; the work was also a featured piece in the CD Off the Map, which was recently nominated for a GRAMMY Award in 2011.  In 2009, she had the honor to be commissioned by Carnegie Hall to write a cello concerto for Yo-Yo Ma and the Atlanta Symphony Orchestra, dedicated to Carnegie Hall’s city wide festival—Ancient Paths, Modern Voices: A Festival Celebrating Chinese Culture.  The work, Awakening from a Disappearing Garden, had its premiere performances at Atlanta Symphony Hall and a New York premiere at Carnegie Hall’s Stern Auditorium, with the composer as the narrator in the concerto.



She has been voted by Musical America as “Artist of the Month”, Yale University Yale Alumni Magazine as “Yalie of the Week”, and is a featured artist in Best Buy Inc.’s Creative Minds.  Her music is praised as “An otherworldly, dreamily poetic short story…rich, singing tone and sense of drama” (New York Times), “mesmerized…” (Financial Times)

Ms. Lam was awarded a Henry and Lucy Moses full scholarship Artist Diploma from Yale University in 2010, and a Doctoral Degree in Musical Arts from the Peabody Conservatory of the Johns Hopkins University in 2011.
